Of all advice, the mind of the Am-
erican public today seems most cal-
lous to that urging them to play safe
in traffic.

Yet the grim record of automobile
fatalities shows that thousands each
year are not as safe as they think
they are. The death toll mounts up.
Here in Queen Anne’s county we con-
sider ourselves as reasonably careful.
The death rate from automobiles is
relatively low. Fatalities for each of
the past two years may be counted
on the fingers of one hand.

Not so many deaths, in one sense,
too many in the other.

For the nation as a whole, when
the final figures for 1936 are made
up it will very possibly be found that
the automobile accident record for
that year was the worst in motoring
history. It may be record breaking
from the standpoint of injuries and
property damage as well as fatalities.

In all forward steps some one is |

always first. In the proposed farm
school for adults, Queen Anne’s coun-

ty is establishing the first organiza-
tion of its type in Maryland.

Apart from a certain satisfaction
in mere leadership, Queen Anne’s
should compliment the entire setup
of the school.

It will have as instructors several
of the leading agricultural experts in
Marvland, all of whom are going to

extra personal inconvenience to as- |

sist in the enterprise and to permit
the school, in itself of an experi-

mental nature as all first things are, |

to get a fair trial.

It is so planned as to give a general |
view of the problems of farm work, |

without dipping too deeply into par-
ticular and technical details.

It is designed to be of value to
groups as diverse, in certain aspects,
as young men fresh from school, out
in farm work, on the one hand, and
men with estates who wish to acquire
a certain groundwork in agricultural
life to permit them to manage those
estates wisely. Practically every
farmer may find something of value

for himself in it.
In general there are two ways of

learning. One is by doing, by the
hard, thorough course of experience,
by finding out through actual success

or failure. The other is in academic |

fashion. through book or lecture in

school.
The best learning combines these

two. And the adult farm school, ty- |

ing up actual farm experience with

expert guidance, is in accord with |

this combination.

1936 PROGRESS

Good things as well as evil marked
1936. In transportation develop-
ments tlie year was a red-letter one.

It saw the first conquest of the
Pacific Ocean by huge passenger and
mail-carrving airplanes, the estab-
lishment of regular passenger service
by lighter-than-air ships across the
Atlantic with the time cut to less
than sixty-two hours, and a pas-
senger trip completely around the
world -by commercial carriers in less
than nineteen days.

The huge Queen Mary was put into
transatlantic service during 1936 and
in August established a new crossing
record for steamships of four days,
seven hours. A train ferry was in-
stituted across the English Channel.

The most important non-military
highway of the year was that extend-
ing from the Texas border to Mexico
City, formally opened July 1. Roads
and railroads in extensive mileage
have cut through Asia to open up
that continent.
