BELATED WINTER
It is seldom that the first snow-
storm of a winter is provocative of in-
terest. It is, this year, partly be-
cause most of us had about reconciled
ourselves to the likelihood of a snow-
less season.

Christmas, New Year's even Val-
entine’s Day came, and still no inti-
mation that snow was anywhere in
sight. But the right combination of
moisture and cold finally shook &
feathery fleece out of the sky on
‘Tuesday.

It started mildly enough with a
light sleet, presently to be mixed with
white fluffs which thickened and grew
into flakes, some of which seemed
the size of half dollars. Once started,
the fall soon settled into stride until
the day assumed a wintry aspect,
with a white blanket underfoot and
whirling flakes obscuring the heavens.

The very uncertainty of weather
gives life some of its zest. I{ might
be cheaper if we know exactly what
sort of weather to prepare for, but it
would hardly be as interesting.

For three years Queen Anne's
county was unprepared for drifts and
blocked roads emphasized that un-
readiness. This year thousands of
feet of snow fences were set up, only
to seem unnecessary in the mild
weather. Giudes for snow plows were
* planted and a full fleet of plows lined
up for contingencies which never ap-
peared. But as in other phases of
life it was far more satisfactory to be
ready for emergencies and not have
to meet them, than to meet them and

not be ready.

But the snow came at last and the
guestion: When are we to have win-
ter? has been finally answered. Win-
ter has come, but spring cannot be
far behind.

COURTEOUS TOWN

Courtesy, llke a gem, seems too
valuable in America to be often dis-
played.

One American town is inaugurating
& movement whereby it hopes to win
the palm as the most courteous spot
in the nation. Citizens are being
urged to develop the art of courtesy,
especially toward strangers from oth-
er sections. A little forbearance, a
little more politeness, fuller and more
friendly information, a few steps out
of one’s way to insure that visitors
feel welcome; these are some of the
suggestions sent out.

Commenting upon this movement,
one of Centreville’s leading citizens
declared that Centreville should de-
liberately embark upon a program of
courtesy. It is practised now by many
individuals because of their own good
dispositions. Courtesy costs little, is
long remembered, especially by visi-
tors

One thing is apparent, however, If
the terrific toll of motor facllities
which seem certain to pass the hun-
dred nmrk in Maryland for the first
two months of 1937 continues to soar
erazily to record breaking heights,
the expectation of life of a number
of people, unwary, careless or other-
wise, is due to be rudely curtalled.

Of what use is the increased ex-
pectation of life for people if they
do not live to enjoy it? Better
squander a little time on the high-
ways to be careful and safe. Like
bread cast on the waters, the time so
squandered will be returned many
fold.

TRAINING FOR LIFE

Nature provides compensations. The
boy who does hard work develops
muscles equal to the task, and those
who use their brains up to the limit
soon acquire a great capacity to think.
No athlete ever got that way by
spending all his time at the table or
in bed, and Einstein never got his

mathematics out of a bottle. That is

one reason why farm boys and girls
have more than an even chance to
make good. They learn early in life
to overcome obstacles.

For example, dad tells Johnny to
feed the new calf. Instinct tells the
calf to point his nose up, and suck.
Johnny has to learn what the calf will
do and then figure out a way to
change his habits. Otherwise Johnny
gets the milk all over his clothes and
the calf goes hungry. It's a compli-

catedmbutinaahortume1

Johnny learns to do his part, almost
without thinking, and it becomes a
habit with Johnny and the calf, too.

A boy unfamiliar with horses finds
& harness is an intricate mess of
straps, buckles, hooks, chains, and
other unknown parts, but any farm
boy can throw it on a horse and ad-
just it to fit, even in the dark. He
has also learned how to get the cows
into their proper stalls, how to milk,
how to guide a horse, and how to
make him pull. Most of these things
have been acquired by watching oth-
ers, with no conscious knowledge of
“going to school” or “working over a
problem.”

Perhaps the cattle get in the corn.

It may tax any boy’'s ingenuity, wind,

and muscle to get them out. They
usually separate and while one cow
is being driven to the gate, the rest
have gone farther and farther into
the field.

Did you ever try to drive a bunch

of pigs back through an open gate
or &2 hole in the fence? They are
certainly blind, dumb, stubborn, and
a few things more not so printable. It
takes skill, wind, strength, patience,
persistence, and ingenuity to get them
back where they belong. Does the
boy quit because he is tired and
angry? His dad would laugh at him
if he couldn't drive a few pigs around,
so the boy keeps at it until the pigs
have had their fun and are safely
back in the pen, even though the
driver i3 bawling with anger and
weariness.

Just the same, the boy who learns

| to keep on working when he is tired

and hot, who keeps on chasing when
the cows don't want to go, who keeps
on planning and trying when things
all seem haywire, is getting the best
possible training for the competition
he will meet in whatever field of work
he enters. He only needs an incentive
to tackle the still more difficult
problems, such as scientific feeding,
breeding, and farm management, in
order to keep his mind working and
developing at full capacity for the
rest of his life. The farm is a great

training school.
