NELSON J. BROWN
The sudden passing of Nelson

Jump Brown, for thirty years cashier
of the Church Hill Bank, came as a |

shock to his legion of friends in Queen
Anne’s county.

As the ordinary span of life goes,
Mr. Brown, not yet fifty, was com-

paratively young. Yet he left behind
him a legacy of a successful career, a
career marked by deep interest in
the affairs of his community.

A quiet man, orderly in habits,
friendly in disposition Mr. Brown was
respected for his integrity and his at-
tention to his duties.

Selected as cashier of the Church
Hill Bank at the age of nineteen, an
age when few youths are called fo
posts of responsibility, he held that
place through good times and bad,
always the chief contact point be-
tween the institution and its custom-
ers,
As a bank official, the needs and
interests of his community were nat-
urally apparent to him. Church Hill
has suffered severely from fires and
Mr. Brown did his share toward for-
tifying the community against furth-
er ravages. He was a charter mem-
ber of the fire company, its treasurer
for many years, and with his sisters,
a donor of the plot on which the fire
company building was erected.

His interests lay in his home, his
church, his duties and his community.
He avoided controversial matters and
sought to walk the serene path of
friendly relations with all.

His passing came suddenly, like that
of a man stricken at his post. In a

small community like Churchh Hill, |

such losses are important. For in his
life he had played a man’s full part,
doing his share in public sctivities,
always on the side of those advancing
community interests. The esteem in
which he was held was earned; the
grief of his friends was real.

FARM HAZARDS

S0 greatly do deaths and injuries
from motor vehicles overshadow all
other hazards that few realize the
dangers lurking in farming. Yet
something like 4,000 farmers are kill-
ed and many times that number in-
Jured each year, a record that speaks
for itself.

Hazards in farm life lurk every-
where. Even the eternal vigilance of
the most careful can not keep ac-
cident at bay.

How widespread the chance for in-
Jury is on the farm may be noted
from a brief list of the most potent
causes of fatalities. One summary
places them in this order: exposure,
lightning, fire, injuries while haying,
horses, tractors, falls, explosions, fall-
ing trees, guns, pitchforks, binders,

States.

And the United States, forced to
join in the naval race orders two
new battleships built, for air strength
turns out huge armor clad planes,
veritable forts of the air. That future
conflicts will not be limited to armed
forces alone is indicated by an ad-
dress at a recent medical convention,
when physicians were told that their
tasks might be augmented by gas and
other forms of attack on civilians.

Again the world seems headed for
trouble. Only chronic or professional
pacifists vision universal peace. Ap-
parently the only war that can end
all wars is one that shall destroy
civilization. Certainly the lesson of
two decades ago is by now thorough-
ly unlearned.
