| source of injury to travelers, damage to cars.

No one, high or low, is immune from the danger. On
Monday evening Senator Harry T. Phoebus of Somerset
county, motoring to the session of the General Assembly,
was added to the casualty list, together with members of

his family.

Last summer Judge Robert F. Duer, chairman of the
State Conservation Commission, was a victim of a sharp

curve collision.

On Sunday, Monday and Tuesday a half dozen cars
were smashed. Another motorist brought employees of a
filling station up standing when he missed a head-on
crash with a school bus by a whisker.

On Monday morning travel was hazardous in the ex-
treme. The narrow lane left by the snow plow was a fac-
tor, but the chief risk lay in the unwillingness of motorists
to risk pulling over on to soft, gummy dirt shoulders when

cars were meeting.

In good weather or bad danger rides this road, lurks
in its frequent curves, its sharp curves, its narrow surface.

Travelers running a close race with time to catch
the ferry deliberately take chances rounding curves or
when passing cars, even on the straightaways. The driver
may be at fault. But drivers will continue to do this.
Human nature can not be changed, but the road can. Its
danger spots can be reduced or eliminated.
