JOHN E. JESTER

John E. Jester, for many years a
prominent farmer in Queen Anne’s
county, died at the home of his
daughter, Mrs. Earle R. Bishop, at
“Kinderhook,” Tuesday afternoon.
He had been an invalid for the past
four vears, and two weeks ago grew
considerably worse following a
stroke. He was 78 years old.

Mr. Jester was born in Delaware,
and was a son of the late Samuel Jes-
ter and Anne Morris Jester. With
his parents he moved to Queen
Anne’s county when a child, and
spent the greater part of his boyhood
on the “Sleeper” farm, near Ruths-
burg. Later he began farming on
the Norman Taylor farm. He retir-
ed from agricultural pursuits about
twelve years ago, and has since made
his home with his daughter.

When a young man Mr. Jester mar-
ried Mrs. Sarah Willis, of Delaware.
She died several years ago. He 1s
survived by one daughter, Mrs.
Bishop, and ‘also leaves two step-
daughters, Mrs. William Donovan, of
Harrington, Delaware, and Mrs.
Agnes Smith, of Woodstown, New
Jersey. Four brothers, Samuel Jes-
ter, William E. Jester, and Roger
Jester. of this county, and Joseph
Jester, of Chester, Pa.; and a h4lf
brother, Washington Jester, of Wil-
mington, also survive. He
leaves six grandsons.
