Whooping cough, scarlet fever and
chicken pox cut deeply into attendance
records of Queen Anne’s county ele-
mentary schools during March practic-
ally every school being hit in some
fashion. Inclement weather played its
part abetting both the children’s di-
seases and low attendance.

The high schools were relatively free
from the epidemic of sickness and
maintained their customary marks.
Churh Hill led the secondary schools
with a percentage of 96.8, according to
figures by Mrs. Lola P. Brown,
county attendance officer. The other
high schools ranked @as follows: Tri-
County, 95%; Centreville, 94.7% Sud-
lersville, 946%; Stevensville, 93.8%.

In the elementary schools Queen
Anne led the graded schools, Queens-
town the two-teacher division, and I B.
and Price were joint leaders among the
one-room schools.
