Cooperative marketing is the chief

feature of an all-inclusive plan design-|

ed to step up the sale of farm products

in the five-year period covered by the

tentative agricultural and rural home
for Maryland.

“The farms of the State place upon
the markets each year raw products to
the value of approximately $95,000,000,
which in their manufactured form repe
resent a value of several times that
amount.” the introduction to the mar-

keting program states.
“Upon the efficiency with which this

vast volume of produce is merchan- |

dized and marketed depends in large
measure the net profit of the farming
industry.

“Sales by Maryland cooperative as-
sociations amount annualy to about
$19.000,000, and supplies purchased

“Development of this phase of the
farming industry, in coordination with
regional and national cooperative or-
ganizations, affords one of the greatest
opportunities for constructive work in
behalf of Maryland agriculture.” -

The tentative agricultural and rural|
home program was worked out by
farm leaders called together by Dr.
T. B. Symons, director of the Univer-
sity of Maryland Extension Service. It
covers the period 1936-1941.

In listing the objectives for farm
products, the marketing program Sug-
gests the sales through existing coop-
erative associations be increased and
that associations be formed to sell some |
products not now marketed coopera-
tively.

This was one of the two recommen-
dations laid down for wheat. Ii was
suggested that local units be organized
“for sale for twenty-five per cent. more
of the wheat each year cooperatively
