Best Starch Forms Coating;

Penetrating Sort Of Less
| Value

The kind of starch used in finishing
& colton fabric not only decides its
Stiffness but also may affect its
strength, reports Miss Margaret Furry,
textile chemist of the Bureau of Home
Economics who has recently made a
series of starch investigations.

10 learn whether starching makes
fabric more durable, Miss Furry tested
the breaking strength of plain-weave
cotton materials of different weights
which had been finished with starch
made from potato, sweetpotato, corn,
rice, wheat, canna, and dasheen as well
as with four commercial or modified
starches. She found that potato, can-
na, and sweetpotato starch gave fabric
the greatest strength and that next in
order were corn, rice, dasheen, and
wheat starches. Modifed starches did
not affect the strength of the fabric.
Miss Furry found that starch that
penetrates the fabric well gives the least
strength and the most stretch, whereas
those that form a coating over the
fabric gave the greatest strength and
the least stretch.

In her study of stiffness, Miss Furry
found that canna starch had the great-
est stiffening power, with dasheen rank-
ing second, and wheat, rice sweetpo-
tato, corn, and white potato following
in order. Each of these starches gives
& characteristic finish. Potato starch

gives a smooth soft finish; cornstarch a|

stiffer, harsher finish; rice starch a soft

thick finish: and wheat starch a softer, |

more pliable finish, C ornstarch is the
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most commonly used starch in this
country and can be modified to give
different effects. Many of the commer-
¢ial starches on the market are corn-
starch treated with heat or acid or
combined with borax, wax, Soap, or
some softening oll or fat. Miss Furry
finds that borax makes starch paste
thicker, gives it greater siffening pow-
er, and also helps prevent its browning
under the iron. Fat, soap, or wax added

to starch helps the mixture penetrate
the fabric and makes a softer, smoother

finish, easier to iron.

Pdiﬁts Tt*)r _I;ok For
In Buying Bath Towels

A wide plain border on a bath towel
narrows down the terry cloth or looped
surface which is the real drying area.
If two towels measure the same in
length and width, the one with the nar-
rower borders will give the greater ab-
sorbent surface. The pile loops deter-
mine the drying value of the towel, but
they must be attached to a fairly firm
foundation fabric, or the towel will not
wear. Loops about one-eighth of an
inch long seem to be the most desirable.

Small light-weight towels are often a
better choice for family use than large
heavy ones, especailly if there are chil-
dren in the family. Smaller towels are
more easily managed and much easier
to handle on wash-day. Like any heavy-
weight articles, heavy bath towels in-
crease laundry bills if washing is done
by the pound.

Before buying colored towels, inquire
about their colorfastness to washing,
suggests the Bureau of Home Econ-
omics. Borders, both white and colored,
sometimes shrink if they are corded or
embroidered. If the part between the
hem and the border puckers, the towel
will not hang straight on the rack, al-
though it will dry just as well. If a con-
trasting border is stitched on, it is likely
to tear off quite easily and make the

There was no advantage, so far as
the rate or economy of gains were
concerned, in shearing, even though
the weather was unusually mild much
of the feeding period.

- Results of this experiment show
that fattening thin native lambs may
be a profitable undertaking in Mary-
land even with high prices for feeds.

Though the average daily per lamb
was somewhat lower in the barley
and penaut meal lot than in the corn
and peanut meal lots, some of the
most rapid gains were produced by
barley-fed lambs.

Though good results were secured
from methods used in htis experi-
ment, it may be that more profit
would have resulted if the lambs had
been purchased earlier and pastured
for a time before the beginning of

grain feeding.
