of last vear’s numbers. The yield oi
laving hens is also exceptionally good
this vear and the prospects of plentiful
feedstuffs are good. There is undoubt-
edly a scarcity of meats as a whioe as
reflected in high prices but neither
scarcity nor high prices exist as yel
in eggs and poultry.
