John J Raskob
Joint Buyer Of .
Western Estate

To Try Large Scale Farming
Wtih Wheat King In
New Mexico

Joining with Thomas D. Campbell,
Montana wheat king, in the purchase of
a huge tract in New Mexico, John J.
Raskob is reported having formed a
partnership to conduct large scale
farming in the West.

The two men already own 216,000
acres which they bought last May—the
La Jeya Grant in Socorre County, the
title of which dates from the sixteenth
century Spanish conquest—and last
week they took an option on the 70,000~
acre Belen Grant in adjoining Valencia
County. |

With the 286,000 acres, they are
among the state's largest landholders.

Discussing the partnership Mr. Ras-
kob said: “I don't know anything about
farming, but Mr. Campbell knows
enough for both of us. I like the South-
west and for a long time have wanted
to own a large tract of land which
could, with f{rrigation and scientific
farming, be turmed into useful pro-
duction.

“T have known Mr. Campbell for sev-
eral years and when the La Joya Grant
was on the market at a tax sale, we de-
cided to buy it in."

The price Mr. Raskob sald was “under
$1 an acre.”

“But we will spend very much more
than the purchase price in the next few

vears,” he added, “in irrigation and soil

development.”

Campbell, who has long been known
as the “Montana wheat king” and who
was retained by the Soviet government
in agricultural development under the
first five-year plan, will be in charge of
farming operations for the partnership.
Several vears will be occupied by the

soil development program before actual

farming operations begin on any wide-
spread scale.

Mr. Raskob, whose home and that of
his family is at Pioneer Point near Cen-
treville has no intention of making his
permanent home in the West.

“rThere's been a story going around
for some months,” Mr. Raskob said,
“that I intended to make my home in
either New Mexico, or Nevada, or Ariz-
ona. and try to get into the Senate from
one of those states. The stories are

EASTERN SHORE LEAGUE
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Roads Commission Control

m—

In the recent controversy between the
State Department of Forestry and the
State Roads Commission over trees, cer-
tain facts in connection therewith not
heretofore stated should be made
known to the public.

The Roadside Tree Law enacted in
1914 had for its specific purpose the pro-
tection and control over the more than
#wo million shade and ornamental
trees growing along the highways
throughout the State—trees which had
been subjected to all sorts of abuses and
dangers from irresponsible agencies and
individuals. The State Department of
Forestry was named in the Act to en-
force the law and to give expert super-
vision over what in effect became public
trees. It has for the past thirteen years,
through a permit system and inspection,
required a satisfactory reason for the
cutting of any roadside tree, but at the

e

needs of road and street authorities in
the trimming or removal of trees in the
construction and maintenance of roads
and streets.

This authority has not been seriously
questioned since the Court of Appeals
upheld the regulatory features of the
law in a test case brought by the Ches-
apeake and Potomac Telephone Com-
pany soon after the law became opera-
tive. Roads have been built and main-
tained, telephone, telegraph, electric
light and power companies have been
given reasonable clearance for their
lines with respect to roadside trees all in
the public interest. There has been a
satisfactory working arrangement with
the State Roads Commission by which

examinations were made by the Forestry

Department and permits for the cutting
or removal of any trees shown to seri-
ously interfere with the construction or

a group touring Cecil county o view
ravages of Japanese beetles and control
work in that county. The tour will be
conducted by State Entomologist Dr. E.
N. Cory and will be open to all inter-
ested in curbing the pest.

Since the elimination of control work
by the State this year after several
seasons activity, numerous reports of
beetle destruction have come in from
various parts of Queen Anne’s and ad-
joining counties. Omne of the worst in-

festations occurred on the outskirts of
'Centreville where a fast growing colony

of beetles destroyed a grape vine and
spread to nearby vegetation.

The beetle is hard to combat since it
feeds on several hundred varieties of
plants, destroying foliage and fruit. The
insect lays its eggs in the ground and
the grubs feed through the season on
plant roots. Widespread cooperation is
needed to hold the pest in check.

Control practices include spraying,
jarring and soil treatment. For indi-
viduals battling the beetles the best in-
formation as as follows:

If only a few beetles are found,
handpick them and destroy in oll or
boiling water.

To protect grape vines or fruit trees
white wash is quite effective as a deter-
rent. One pound of hydrated time in

‘three gallons water,

Baited traps are an attractive lure
which will destroy large numbers of
beetles.,

Poison spray such as arsenate of lead
is effective on non-food crops— or a 4
per cent rotenone dust in combination
with a sticker such as rosin residue
emulsion may be used.
