—in bleeding and sore gums, bad breath
and finally, in ulcers of the soft tissues.
Of course, not all bleeding and sore
gums nor all bad breath are due to
Vincents (trench mouth). Diagnosis
should depend upon examination by a
competent dentist. His treatment will
be based on his opinion of contributing
factors. It will consist of treatment by
the dentist and of painstaking home
care under his advice.

“The disease is an important one be-
cause of its prevalence, infectiousness
and. in some cases, fatal results. It
may be contracted by the promiscuous
use of eating utensils, that have not
been thoroughly cleansed, or in the use
of common drnking cups and from in-
sanitary drinking fountains. Those who
have the disease should take precautions
to prevent infecting others. Those free
from it should avoid all possible sources
of infection, including those I have
mentioned. And don't forget that the
