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In Auto Traffic

Seeks Federal Money At
Hearing For Deepening
Matapeake Harbor

A heavy increase in traffic over the
Matapeake ferry in 1936 as compared
with 1935 and use of the harbor at
Matapeake by Chesapeake Bay craft in
time of storm were cited as reasons for
Federal dregding of the harbor at a
hearing before the Board of Engineers
for Rivers and Harbors in Washington.

The hearing was the result of an ad-
verse report of Col. E. J. Dent, army
district engineer at Baltimore, and from
which Representative Goldsborough ap-
pealed to the board in order that addi-
tional data could be presented to justify
favorable action.
