“Physicians in general practice in
Maryland, are expected to vaccinate the
babies under their care before the
children are a year old. Responsibility
for having children protected against
smallpox rests with the parents until
the children reach school age. After
that it is shared by teachers and school
authorities. The vaccination laws were
enacted in 1864. The school law re-
quires a child to be vaccinated before he

or she may be received in any public
school in the State, and it imposes a
fine of ten dollars on any teacher who
enrolls a child, or on any school trustee
or commissioner, who permits a child to

be enrolled, who has not been vaccinat- |

ed.

“Parents are coopertive, as a rule, in
observing the law. They know the chil-
dren have to be vaccinated; they mean
to have it done, but a good many of
them put it off. Consequently we find
‘not vaccinated against smallpox’,
checked against the names of half of
the six-year-olds examined during the
summer at the child health conferences
in the Counties, in preparation for their
admission to school in the fall.

“We can ‘' point with pride’ to our
favorable record with regard to small-
pox in Maryland, but the only way we

can keep it up, is by remembering to

have the children vaccinated. Parents
whose children have not been protected

against this disease should go either to|%
their own doctor, or to the County)3

Health Officer, and have it done.”
