Crab Conservation
A FKederal

Editoral

The efforts of Maryland’s Representatives 1n
Washington to have a Federal survey and investiga-
tion of our rapidly dwindling crab supply is highly
important and commendable.

Thousands are unemployed along the Chesa-
peake Bay this year because of the existing crab
shortage. The loss is a heavy one to families In sea-
food towns.

The important fact for the public to know 1is
that the shortage is almost entirely man made. The
destruction and waste of this great Chesapeake sea-
food by the very people whose livelihood in the sum-
mer months depends on it, is unbelieveable.

To understand the problem one must know the
life cycle of the blue crab. The crab is hatched in
the Virginia section of the bay and immediately mi-
grates up the bay. The female crab mates in the
upper bay in Maryland waters and at this season
begins a return migration to the spawning region in
Virginia thus completing the cycle. Arriving in the
lower bay in November these pregnant crabs sink
to the bottom of the bay where they cover large areas
and lie dormant until the spring spawning.

The two most important reproduction periods
of crab life are thus divided between Maryland and
Virginia.

In Maryland no protection is given the female
crab as she swims south heavy with eggs. Fortunate-
ly, as the season is late and oystering is underway the
catch is not as large as it otherwise would be. But
from September 15 to November 1, when the Mary-

land season closes, thousands of barrels of these po-
tential mother crabs are caught and cooked.

On arrival in Virginia waters crabbers are wait-
ing with dredges. As soon as the crabs cluster on
the bay bottoms dredging for them begins and con-
tinues until spawning time in May. Thereafter, even
the spawning crabs are caught and cooked in Vir-
ginia as that state has no closed season. For the past
two years Virginia has prohibited the taking of
spawning crabs after May 28, but like Maryland, its
Conservation Laws are lax in enforcement and so,
seldom respected. The crab shortage is causing pack-
ers to take everything in sight whether spawning
females or undersized crabs and the destruction of
crabs increases as the supply decreases.

Many attempts have been made to bring about
interstate cooperation. A little progress has been
made. But to many this approach to the problem
seems to be hopeless.

Since crabs and fish are migratory and pass state
boundaries we believe their regulation must event-
ually be placed under the jurisdiction of the United
States Bureau of Fisheries. Not until this is done
will these great natural resources be protected satis-
factorily and permanently.

We say this in spite of our opposition to concen-
tration of power in the Federal government. There
will never be uniformity of laws for the conservation
of migratory fishes and crustacea (crabs and
lobsters) until the Federal government does it.

If our Maryvland representatives are seriously
interested in this matter of crab conservation we urge
them to go beyond a survey and seek to interest the
Federal government in the protection of this natural
resource which rightly belongs on the menu of the
nation.

Nearly Ready

The Claiborne-Annapolis Ferry Com-
pany’s new shuttle service from Clail-
borne to Kent Island probably will not
be in operation until fall, according to
reports reaching the Public Service
Commission last week.

The ferry dock at Romancoke has
been about three-fourths completed,

'and dredging of the twelve-foot chan-

nel for the boat has begun. But the
State Roads Commission has only just
advertised for bids on improving the
road to the dock, and this project will
take at least until October.

The plan calls for a pier 400 feet long,
just across the Eastern Bay from Clai-
borne. A channel 100 feet wide will be
dredged for 700 feet out from the dock,

 guaranteeing the ferry boat 12 feet at

The stabilized sol road will extend
for 1.75 miles from the ferry dock to
Matapex, where it will join the county
road running down the length of the
island and connecting with the road to
Matapeake.
