ROAD CONSCIOUS

The last quarter of a century was a
period in which the United States
became road conscious. State after
state joined the procession of areas
where modern straight, wide, surfaced
highways have been built.

Maryland was in the early group of
road conscious states. Up to a dozen
or SO years ago Maryland could boast
honestly about its good roads, espec-
jally in contrast to the bumpy, un-
surfaced highways of its neighbors to

the south and west.

But that day is gone. Maryland
has been coasting on a reputation. It
has not kept pace with the demand
for modern boulevards to route
through traffic expeditiously. It has
dawdled while states far behind in
road construction have breezed far

ahead.
Now the stage is reached where

Maryland roads and their managerial |

body, the State Roads Commission,

are bewildered on every side. Within |
the past ten days Attorney General |

Herbert C. O'Conor, a Democrat,
jumped with both feet upon the
Maryvland highway system which he
described as once the best in the
nation, now the worst.

State Senator O. Straughn Lloyd, a
Republican, excoriated the state high-
ways in biting jobes. Among other

things he asserted that a blindfolded
man could tell when he entered Mary-
land by the bumps in the roads.

The state is now reaping the un- |

pleasant reward for its slovenly dis-
regard of highway obligations.

Motorists have been burdened and
are now being burdened with a thick
blanket of taxes. The original theory
of taxing motorists was that they
should pay for the better roads that
are required. The motorists have
paid. They could not avoid doing soO.

But the revenue they poured into
the state coffers has been milked-
diverted into uses wholly extraneous
from road building. To use the par-
lance of the street, motorists have
been taken for suckers. The latest
dig was the one-dollar tax for new
operator’s cards, proper if it had been
applied to highway needs, indefens-
ible as actually levied.

. a big part in causing low prices for |
tomatoes. Last year this was a money |
crop, and most Erowers realized a good

profit from it. This year more toma-

toes than ever were planted, we have a

big overproduction, and prices have
hit bottom.

1t would seem that farmers and
truckers would have learned by this
time that they can’t expect no really
dependable farm income, year after
yvear, until they perfect a cooperative
organization for marketing their
Crop.

There is too much spread between
the price of twenty cents a basket re-
ceived for tomatoes for city markets,
and the prices paid by the consumer
for the product in the cities. The
handling of farm commodities in the

now. means that somewhere along the
line a speculative interest enters that
reduces the price to the farmer and
boosts the price to the consumer.
Reliable and actual cost of handling
does not and cannot account for the
difference in prices from the farm to
the table.

As an instance of what happens
right here in our own community,
tomatoes selling at twelve cents a
basket at the cannery cost the house-
wife five cents per pound in the
grocery store. What a diflerence.
