1937 Soft Winter Wheat
Rates Poorer In Quality

Early marketings of hard red winter
wheat appear to be slightly superior
in quality to the 1936 crop, the Bureau
of Agricultural Economics said today.
The quality of the <oft red winter wheatl,
however, appears o be “distinctly In-
ferior” to early marketing last yearl.

Only thirty-three per cent of the soft
red winter wheat marketings inspected
by the Bureau from July 1 to July 15
eraded No. 2 or better as compared with
g1 per cent during the same period
in 1936. Fifteen per cent of the Tre-
ceipts graded
moisture, while only 6 per cent In the
same 15-day period last vear graded
“tough.”

The Bureau also pointed out that
the test weight per bushel of soft red
winter wheat this Yyear, based upon
early wheat marketings is lower than 1t
was in 1936. The lower-test weight 1S
attributed to the unusual epidemic of
rust in the soft red winter wheat areas
and to high temperatures during the
«kernel-filling” stage of growth. Tesl
