GOOD BEHAVIOR

Every one who attended the base-
ball game at the Centreville park
Sunday afternoon had a convincing
demonstration of the orderliness and
the respect for law, baseball and
otherwise, that is the usual trait of
Americans.

Nearly three thousand spectators
were assembled. They came from all
parts of the Eastern Shore, Delaware
and more distant points. Those in
the seats were crowded. Most of the
others stood up for two hours, hardly
a soothing pastime. A comparative
few had some comfort sitting on the

grass.

Despite these drawbacks and the
high drama of a baseball champion-
ship at stake, there was perfect order
before, during and after the game.

This may not seem surprising at
first notice.

But it is striking when one realizes
that this was crowd order with no law
enforcement authorities present to
compel it. The Sheriff and his deputy
were on a mission to the upper county.
The state police officer assigned to
this section was in a hospital, victim
of a traffic accident. If there were
constables or bailiffs present they
were inconspicuous.

The obligation to keep the playing
field clear rested with the umpires.
Their only assistance came from three
Good Will firemen, without uniform

except caps, directed by F. Asbury
Bartlett.

Yet at no time was there a sem-
blance of anything but good behavior.
The throng had assembled to enjoy
a baseball game to be played and won

fairly by the competing teams. It was
a sporting crowd at a sporting event.
And it conducted itself in a sporting
fashion.

TANGIBLE EVIDENCE

Considered from several angles the
eollection of prizes won by the Sud-
lersville skeet club and the number of
championships they hold is remark-
able.

MILLIONS FOR ROADS?
