known as carotin. This pigment does
not often occur in leaves but does occur
in carrot roots and in all orange-color-
ed flowers.

The other set, the more spectacular

anthocvan. This pigment has three
separate reactions 1o chemical change.
When the chemical reaction of the solu-
tions within the leaf aré acid, the result-
ing color is red, which color we find In
the Red Maple, Sour Gum and Scarlet
Oak. When the chemical reaction 1S
neutral. the resulting color is the purple
of the Oaks and Sweet Gum.
