the tongers. While they cut the price
per bushel to the tonger they also in-
crease the apparent amount of bivalves
in & catch. Some packers report losses
on purchases of oysters when the mus-
sels are more plentiful than they guess-
ed. The oysters with the mussels aver-
age about four pints shucked to the
bushel instead of five and a half or six
pints.

All the packing houses are open and
are employing about the same number
of shuckers as last year, They are all
operating on a single shift.

Packers say that the oysters being
caught this year do not furnish much

optimism for the future of oystering.
Practically all of the catch is made up

of young oysters which are just getting
their growth and the supply is on a
hand-to-mouth basis. Better stock has
to be imported from New Jersey and
other northern areas. The presence of
mussels is something that happens
every once in a while and is causing
only temporary concern. Increased
dominance of the Baltimore market up-
on Queen Anne’s packers is partially
blamed for the lower prices being paid.
