wWith certain salient features the
public is familiar. They know that
the plant is there, that a bond issue
of some $60000 was floated for new
equipment this year and that work

has been going on in preparation for
installing new machinery.

But there is such a thing as repairs
and replacements always needed in
an industry of this size. When will
the next major repairs come up and
what will they cost?

The plant has steadily extended
its system and embraced new terri-
tory. And folks wonder what are the
chances of the plant again becoming
overloaded, and what the likelihood
is of a repetition of the experience of
Saturday night. |

They wonder when the plant will
become self-supporting and if and
when it will turn a profit into the
town treasury. A publicly owned
plant does not pay taxes and usually
that saving comes back in some form.
And they also wonder about the
chances of a cut in rates perhaps to
the level of those in Easton.

The public knows so little about the
policies of the plant, its inside story.
They usually learn what is going on
 after it happens. Maybe if they were
taken into confidence of the manage-
ment occasionally they might be more

sympathetic to the problems of the
electric light plant.

Life in our major cities is steadily
penning man into a corner of solitude
to be shared only by a wife or other
adults.

That edict ushered in the era of the
dog- . a8 O Henry named them,
the apartment dwellers who kept dogs
for pets and aired them in dally
strolls. It also ushered in the era of
the doting females who with noth-
ing better to lavish affection upon
stuffed and spoiled some pampered
yet luckless canines.

Now even the solace of dogs for
pets is to be denied denizens of the
swankier apartment houses. No Dogs
Allowed has been decreed by a few
cliff dwellers in Chicago and New
York. Where one leads others will
follow. And domestic life will become
more lonely, will limit the childless
couple even more definitely to their
own companionship.

City life undoubtedly offers advan-
tages lacking to residents of easy-
going rural sections like Queen Anne’s.
But the edge of these advantages is
badly blunted when contrasted with
the freedom of living in an environ-
ment where a man may have both
children and a dog without browbeat-
ing a stony-hearted landlord. NO
Dogs Allowed may seem like a crisis
to thousands of middling rich urban
residents but here in Queen Anne’s
it hardly causes an eye flutter. We are
too accustomed to living naturally at
a slow pace instead of wearing the
straightjackst of hectic driving.

SOARING AVIATION

have been so astonishing that this
generation, living through their his-
tory, is numb to their immensity.

Consider the floating landing places
talked of such a few years ago as in-
dispensable to transoceanic flight. A
Wilmington inventor was supposed to
have worked out and patented a theo-
retically workable floating airfield to
be anchored in midocean as a Way
station across the bid pond. France
considered seriously the idea of build-
ing such artificial islands.

Now France formally announces
that it has abandoned the idea. Plans
have shown that they are ready and
able to span the Atlantic without
aiming for a floating air harbor. Just
enough little islands fleck the broad
Pacific to enable planes to cross that
vast body in a hop, skip and jump.
