BEER SALOONS

In his address to the November
Grand Jury Judge J. Owen Knotts
made a statement which should be
given serious consideration by all op-
erators of beer saloons.

The jurist, speaking of his experi-
ence and that of his associates in the
Second Judicial Circuit, said that the
majority of law violations coming be-
fore the Court were traceable directly
or indirectly to beer saloons or dance
balls where beer is sold. He inferred
that sales made late at night were
potent breeders of law violations.
The statement of Judge Knotts
ghould not be taken lightly by beer
saloon operators,. Behind it is the
meticulous following of testimony in
numerous cases, the recurrence of the
same basic causes.

As the law stands beer may be sold
after midnight under certain circum-
stances, including that of accompani-
ment to the ordering of a meal. A
sandwich has been construed as a
meal. But the familiar “rubber” sand-
wich is just an evasion use both after
midnight and on Sunday.
Operators of beer saloons should
put their own houses in order unless
they want the higher force of altered
law to do so for them. Profit or no
profit, late beer selling should be dis-
couraged. The rubber sandwich
should be abandoned. Selling to
minors is a bad practice, even when
the strict letter of the law is observed.
Selling to people who already have a
skinful is unjustified and wholly evil

Operators of beer saloons should

remember that legal dispensing of
beer is on trial in the public mind

be s0 handled that public opinion is
not offended. The burden is entirely

upon the operators of beer saloons,
all operators. The legal continuance
of their business is dependent to a
considerable extent upon their man-
sgement.

Beer saloons must shake off the
direct and indirect responsibility for
law violations. If operators do not
straighten out these establishments
of their own wvolition, the task may
pass to less sympathetic hands.

ARMISTICE DAY

Today is Armistice Day, the obser-
vance of the nineteenth anniversary
of the truce that halted the World
War., That was a fateful moment,
the eleventh hour of the eleventh
day of the eleventh month, when the
guns were hushed in a holy stillness
on the battle-torn fields of Europe
and the world became delirious at the
realization of peace.

The war to end wars was over.
Nations paused to heal their wounds,
firm with a belief that never again

was such a holocaust to rage through
elvilization.

Nineteen years ago the world cre-
ated for itself a vision of a long, long
peace. Today it stands again precari-
ously on the brink of another con-
flagration. Europe is an armed camp.
The ealdron of Spain threatens to
boll over on a wider expanse. The
Orient is ablaze with the Bino-Chinese
eonflict. And America, peace-loving
America, is forced to weigh every

gesture toward the rest of civilization
lest £t make a costly misstep.

That is the state of the world on this
Armistice Day. Among too many na-
tions are the sacrifices of the heroic
dead forgotten. The tortuous experi-
ences of non-combatants in war areas
is deliberately thrust into oblivion.
Certain nations in their lust for new
territories, new regions to expand
their commercial industrial or agri-
cultural resources seem wiling to up-
set the serenity of the entire world
in the hope that they may profit by
the scramble, or shambles,

America has set its purpose to live
in peace and to let oithers do so.
That ideal is before it every day. But
because the nation remembers the
dead who fell in the World War and
the living invalids sheltered in gov-
ernment hospitals, Armistice Day has
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peace.

Today the two-fold significance of
Armistice Day will be generally noted.
There will be rememberance of the
tallen but there will be emphasis of

America’s purpose to keep outl of |

future conflicts.
Even as nineteen years ago, Armis-

tice Day still means peace to Amer-
icans.

GOOD HUNTING

A thousand gunners will have
license to hunt certain upland game
in Queen Anne's county beginning
Monday when the State removes tem-
porarily its protecting hand from &
selected list of wild creatures.

Gunners as & class are sportsmen.
They obey the rules laid down by law
and the dictates of sport and common
sense. Some observe additional
handicaps such as not shooting a sit-
ting rabbit.

Yet in a throng of a thousand gun-
ners there will be the inexperienced
and the careless who forget their re-
sponsibilities in the zest of the hunt.

No trespass signs should be heeded.
The land owner had a reason for
posting his land. Even where there is

no posting a little restraint should be |

observed. It is no fun for a busy
farmer to go down to his woods two
days after the season opens only to
find that every last rabbit has been
potted by invaders. And that hap-
pened in Queen Anne's last year.
Caution should be used in tossing
away matches or cigarettes. Woods
are not as dry as they have been in

some past Novembers but they are dry

enough for a blaze to start.

Farm gates should be closed and no
damage done to farmers’ bulldings,
stock or other property. Gunners
should always be sure of the back-
ground into which they are pumping
shot. Queen Anne’s has been fortun-
ately free of serious hunting accidents
in recent years and Queen Anne’s
would like to remain so.

Each year the acreage of land post-
ed against gunning increases. The
way by which hunters can check the
spread of posting is to be observant of
their responsibilities, respect the
property and rights of others and
avoid causing damage. Most of the
thousand gunners will do this, but
most should be all
