It extended along the water-front, prob-
ably from Captain Friel's granary to
Mr. McConnor’s marsh, with streets
running towards the cardinal points of
the compass. The jail stood near the
place now occupied by the residence of
Mr. .Cockey. The court house stood on
the lot opposite Mr. Denny’s store, that
is now owned by Mr. Thomas Embert.
The lot on which the court house and
jail were built was two acres in extent.
A town green, where the inhabitants
met to lounge and talk, covered part of
the open triangle on Front Street.
Bolingly, which was then much smaller
than it is now, was the home of Maj.
John Hawkins.
