Jessie Simpson’s smile outshines
the Christmas star. And rightly so.

J.ess than nine months ago a
fall beneath the wheels of a mov-
ing train cost her the legs that had
made her Miss New Jersey of 1936.
Now at the Christmas season she
walks on strong new legs, and from
the cover of a national magazine
her star-bright eyes speak to the
world of hope and heartfelt cheer.

In late April the accident that
might have disheartened the brav-
est of men befell Jessie, but she
was blessed with what Howard
Chandler Christy has called “good
American spunk.” Like the shep-
herds guided by the Eastern star,
she looked always ahead.

The very nature of her accident
made news the country over. Still,
it was the bravery so rarely cou-
pled with beauty that turned the
tide of her misfortune. It was this
guality in her that made Bradshaw
Crandell ask her to pose for the
Christmas cover of Cosmopolitan.

“Artists are attracted by surface
perfection,” he said, *“but there
must be depth of character beneath
it to make a work of art”™

In Jessie he found both, but he
was not the first to discover them.
In May officials of the Gruen Watch
Company, attracted by her courage
and the expressive grace of her

hands, gave her a contract to mod-
el their curvex wrist watches. Even
before she was out of bed Hal
Phyfe, distinguished New York
photographer, came to her home in
Hackensack to photograph her
dark loveliness.

To Jessie Simpson her face was
truly her fortune, and, had she not
lost her prize-winning legs, she
might never have known it. When
she graduated from the Hacken-
sack High School in 1936, she went
to work as a receptionist for twelve
dollars a week. But for tragedy she
would be there still, and the gift
she had for the artists would nev-
er have been given.

Now she has many requests to
pose, and she is able to accept
them. In September, with the aid
of crutches, she stood for the first
time on her new legs with a won-
dering, happy pride in them. By
November she was walking with a
cane. On Christmas she stands
alone.

“l can"t look back,”™ she sald to
Brandshaw Crandell, “1 must keep
right on going forward.”

Inspired by his little model's
strength of spirit, Mr. Crandell has
created what he says is his finest
work of art. He has captured in
pastels all the radiant happiness of
her smile, giving to the world a
new Christmas star, its brilliance
beckoning to the future.
