The principal business of the fire
isnurance industry is writing policies
to cover a long list of hazards related
to fire, storm damages and simiiar
eventualities. Yet the industry like-
wise performs a great many public
services which are little known to the
average citizen—but are of the utmost

The fire insurance companies,

working through their central organi-
zation, the National Board of Fire
Underwriters, thoroughly Iinspect
towns to determine hazards. The
National Board makes complete sur-
veys of fire departments, alarm sys-
tems and water facilities. It carries
on an unremitting campaign in be- |
half of safer schools. It has prepared
a model building code which has been
made into law, in whole or in part,
by many communities. It maintains
a department to fight the despicable
cruise of arson. It carries on continual
educational work to acquaint the gen-
eral public with fire dangers and
their elimination. It maintains
laboratories where all manner of ma-
terials, from electric appliances to |
building brick, are scientifically test-
ed to determine their safety and de- |
gree of resistance to fire. And all
of this is done without cost to the
public.

This work might be termed fire in-
surance “by-products.” They are
worthwhile by-products. They save
lives and dollars. They prevent con-
flagrations. They stop unscrupulous
manufacturers from selling dangerous
materials and equipment of many |
kinds to an unsuspecting public.

So even if you are fortunate to have
no fire and apparently get nothing
but “protection, in case” from your ]
policy, you are still a beneficiary of
the by-products of the board of Fire
Underwriters. That Board was asked |
| to approve the new engine of the
Good Will Fire Company. It is cog-
nizant of the location and value of
the hydrants and water system of
the town. These things mean lower
insurance rates.

It all means that fire insurance is &
greater thing than accepting prem-
jums and paying losses.

Preeminently the Little Theatre in
Centreville stands for production of
amateur theatricals and cultural ad-
vances appertaining thereto.

But the Little Theatre has
value to the community, often consid-
ered imr individual cases, seldom added
up and scanned for its total wvalue. |
That is the maintenance of a build-
ing so fitted up as to serve town and
county organizations in holding the
unusual gatherings on their year’s
program.

Centreville has long needed a med-
fum-sized building suitable for the
medium-sized activities which char-
acterize most of those conducted here.
