Among the recipes, the first would be
chocolate, of course. And a coconut

frosting to go with it, although you may
prefer a chocolate or butter icing of your
own. With the idea that you may have
some left-over egg whites, the next
recipe I've chosen is for Angel-Food

Cske. But then again, on the chance

that you have all too many uses for

your egg supply, you'll find the Cocoa
Cake to your liking. It is made without

any eggs at all, and very good, 100.

Angel-Foed Cake
1 cup of egg whites

14 teaspoon salt
1 teaspoon cream of tartar

% teaspoon almond extract
1 cup sifted flour

Beat salted egg whites to a foam.
Add cream of tartar and beat until
stiff but not dry. Sift 1 cup of sugar
gradually over beaten whites, folding
it in lightly. Add extracts. Combine
gifted fleur with remaining sugar; sift
several times and fold gently but thor-
oughly into egg mixture. Turn batter
into ungreased angel-cake pan; shake
down to get rid of large bubbles; bake
30 minutes in slow oven, 275° F. Increase
heat slightly to 300° F., and continue
baking 40 to 45 minutes. Let cake
stand upside down until thoroughly cold
before loosening and turning out.

% cup butter
1% cups brown sugar, firmly packed
4 eggs
1 teaspoon wvanilla

1% cups sugar
2 tablespoons corn syrup
% cup water
2 egg whies
%% teaspoon salt
1 teaspoon vanilla
Shredded coconut
Cook sugar; syrup and water together
until it forms a soft ball in cold water,
or to 29° F. Pour gradually over salted
egg whites beaten until stiff but not
dry. Beat constantly until mixture
holds a peak. Add vanilla. Spread on
cake, sprinkle liberally with coconut.

Coco Cake (without eggs)
% cup shortening
2 cups brown sugar, firmly packed
1 teapsoon vanillas
2% cups sifted cake flour
% cup cocoa
1 teaspoon soda
% teaspoon salt
1 cup sour milk
1 cup hot water
Cream shortening and sugar until
fluffy. Add vanilla. Beat well: add
milk and water alternately with mixed
and sifted dry ingredients. Bake in
9x9x2-inch greased cake pan. Bake in

WINTER TRANSPLANTING

We look upon spring and fall as the
two planting seasons but some times)|
it is expedient to do certain moving in
the off seasons of winter and summer.
Last summer I wrote an article on sum-
mer transplanting and it might not be
amiss to make some suggestions about
winter transplanting. It is easier to

|move plants in winter with Ssuccess,

weather permitting, than it is in sum- |
mer, for you have the added advantage
of the dormant condition of the plants.

The first thing to remember is that |
cold has little to do with failure or|
success, it is the old bugaboo, moisture
supply that causes trouble. The mois-
ture supply rapidly varies from too
much to too little. There is too much
when the ground is wet and sodden and |
too little when the ground is froze and
the supply is not available. In such
