a bed of silt in the Hudson river

and headed the rusty, black ghost of
a ship on its last voyage to the scrap
yard at Rosyth, Scotland.

Modern luxury liners, which have
taken over the Leviathan’s trade, and
river boats and ferries joined in blow-
ing the time-honored triple-farewell
blast. “Old Levi's” antiquated engines
threw off a black pall of smoke, almost
hull, as she replied curtly with a sin-
gle blast.

_The Leviathan halted at Quarantine

for three hours to take on a full fuel-
oil load. The ship had not been
clear of mud and silt at its Hoboken,
(N. J.) pier, even at high tide, and a
full load taken on there might have
bogged her down tight.

Under command of Capt. John W.
Binks retired master of the British
liner Olympic, the Leviathan sailed
with a crew of 160 British and Ameri-
can seamen, seven officers two pas-
sengers.
