Mount In State;
At Level Here

Queeen Anne’s Reports 5 In
1937. Four County Group
Ranks High

Keeping its total of motor fatalities

in 1937 down to five, Queen Anne’s
county held to the same level as in
1936 although the traffic toll throughout

Maryland rose to the highest figure|

since such records have been kept In
the state.

A total of 590 persons were Killed

in Marvland motor vehicle accidents last
year according to a summary issued by
walter R. Rudy, Commissioner of
Motor Vehicles. That number was 92
more than the preceding year.

The group of counties including Kent,
Queen Anne's, Caroline and Talbot l}ad
by far the best record of any similar
group in the state, only sixteen deaths
being reported in this area. Kent with
three deaths led all counties with the
fewest fatalities, Caroline and Talbot
with four each tied for second place
along with Calvert in Southern Mary-
land. and Queen Anne'’s was in he next
slot. Figures for other Eastern Shore
counties were Somerset, 10; Dorchester,
12: Worcester, 13; Wicomico, 16; Cecil,
25Mr. Rudy again points out that most
accidents occur under what are usually
considered safe conditions, except that

they occur at night. He says, “Most of |

these accidents resulting in fatalities in-
volved passenger cars with apparently
no defects, operated by white males,
sober, during the hours of 5 to 6
p. m., and ages of 20 to 29, with five
years or more operating experience.
Most fatalities occurred during clear
weather, on straight, dry roads of ma-
cadam construction, and mainly on
Sundays and Saturdays. Most of the
collisions between two or more vehicles
were head-on collisions. In a majority
of these cases, improper driving is
classed as operating too fast conditions.
Most of the pedestrian accidents involv-
ed persons in apparently normal condi-
tion, and were struck crossing not at
an intersection, in other words Jay
Walking.

“According to the summary of the. 662
operators involved in these fatalities,
257 operators were exonerated from all1
blame, 84 operators were dismissed, due
to the fact that an inguest was deemed
unnecessary, 52 operators were held for
action of the Grand Jury, and 19 so far
have been convicted of Manslaughter.
