_/ County Record Clear In
- 1937. State Figures Ex-
ceptionally Good

Several noteworthy health records

were rolled up in Maryland by the vari- | e |

ous counties during 1937. Provisional
figures assembled by the State Depart-
ment of Health and announced by Dr.

R. H. Riley, Director of the Department
show that though there was an increase
in the total number of cases of diph-
theria reported in the State, there were
fewer cases in the counties than in 1936.

Sixteen of the twenty-three counties
of the State came through the year
without any deaths from diphtheria
charged against them and in seven of
the sixteen there were no cases of the
diseases reported. The seven with neith-
er cases nor deaths were Allegany, Car-
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roll, Cecil, Kent, Queen Anne’s, Talbot
and Worcester. The additional counties
in which there were no deaths from
diphtheria were Calvert, Caroline,
Charles, Dorchester, Garrett, Howard,
Montgomery, St. Mary's and Somerset.

Mothers throughout the State, are
urged, Dr. Riley said, to have their
babies protected against diphtheira, be-
¢ they are a year old, and certainly

re they are old enough to go to
school. The mothers are advised to go
to the family doctor and if that is not
possible to have the children immunized
at the clinics arranged by the county
health officers. In practically every in-
stance, he said, when children have de-
veloped diphtheria, the record has
shown that they had not been protected
against the disease.

Typhoid fever had a less favorable
record than in 1936. There were 327
cases with 31 deaths reported in 1937
in comparison with 266 cases and 27
deaths in 1936. No part of the State
was entirely free from the disease but
for eight countijes—Anne Arundel, Car-
oline, Harford, Howard, Kent, Queen
Anne’s, St. Mary’s, Talbot,—no resident
deaths from typhoid were reported.

Three counties—Calvert, Caroline and
Howard—had no maternal! deaths from
conditions associated with childbirth.
More babies were born in the State in
193727636, in comparison with 26,542
in 1936 and fewer babies died before
rounding out the first year of life—
1,704 in 1937 in comparison with 1,842
in 1936. In other words, Dr. Riley said,
69 babies in each thousand born in 1936
died before the end of the year, and
in 1937 the number of infant deaths
dropped to 62 out of each thousand
born.

Prenatal conferences for the care of
expectant mothers have been establish-
ed, Dr. Riley said, in nearly all of the
counties. Over 1600 women attended |
these conferences last year and had
the benefit of medical supervision and
advice and follow up nursing care.
