Mail Of County Treasurer,
Others' Rifled. $2,000 In
Checks Torn

Elmer Dill, 23-year-old Borwnsville
negro who was arrested on a charge
of County Treasurer J. William Keith
of plifering from postoffice mail boxes
and others during the past two months,
was committeed to Crownsville State
Hospital for Negroes following an ex-
amination of his mental health by Dr.
H. F. McPherson and Health Physician
Dr. James A. McCallum on Tuesday
morning. The committment was auth-
orized by the County Commissioners.

Dill'’s pilfering from t.l:mle(.‘.«m:u:r!wi]lnei

postoffice was beginning to stir up con-
fusion among taxpayers who wondered
why their checks for taxes failed to
reach the County Treasurer’s office. The
negro is said to have taken at least $8
in cash and an undeteremined number
of checks and money orders from vari-
ous lock boxes.

At least eighteen checks or money
orders totalling well above $2,000 are
known to have been destroyed by DIill
Except for the cash taken and the in-
convenience of duplicating the checks
and money orders no losses are expect-
ed to accrue.

The negro was arrested by Sheriff T.
Herbert Everett, Deputy Sheriff Louis
Perkins and Constable Bordley Seward.
According to his statement to the au-
thorities Dill had been sleeping in box
cars at the railroad station at night. He
visited the postoffice in the momming
between 6 and 7 o'clock, opened lock
boxes containing mail took whatever
cash he found and tore up the checks
and money orders. In three cases how-
ever, checks were said to have been
returmed to owners.

Suspicion was directed to Dill about
three weeks ago and another sleeping
place found for him. During this time

pilfering apparently stopped.
Postal Inspector W. B. Francisco of

Wilmington investigated the thefts Sat-
uriay night but Federal action may be
postponed because of the commitment.
Because of nature of its mail the
County office was the chief
victim. Mr. Keith first had his sus-
picions raised that something was
wrong when check for $600 known to be
on its way failed to arrive. Other com-
plaints came from people who thought
their checks for taxes had been deliv-
ered and the investigation by Post-
master Francis EE Thomas and the
Sheriff’s office followed. .
