What's more, when she went out to
fight the ice, she went without escort,
And throughout the entire freeze she
missed enly two trips. How did she
do it? “Young man”, said her skipper,
“you come along end see. You can
jump over the side of this boat and
run ahead of her on the ice, but well
come sliding up to you.”

Anyhow, she’s back, ready for more
rescues and ice-breaking.
