gilk, linen and wool as a worthy member of the family of textile fibera.
1936. Since the gilk worm feeds on ~
mulberry leaves, Chardonnet first
tried the leaves and twigs of the
mulberry tree as raw material in
his efforts to create “artificial silk.”
He treated this material with nitric
acid and from a solution of the
resulting mass was able to spin
fllaments which, although highly
inflammable, looked somewhat like
silk. Chardonnet later used cotton
for his raw material, and learned
how to reduce the inflammability
of this new man-made yarn. In the
meantime chemists were working
on other processes for making syn-
thetic fibers.

In the viscose process, which was
developed around 1891, purified
cellulogse from cotton linters and
the spruce tree is treated with
caustic soda and carbon bisulfide to
form a syrupy liguid known as

‘ viscose. This liguid is forced

through microscopic holes™in the
end of a thimble-like cup, known as

changes the “liquid cellulose” back
into solid cellulose, in the form of
a continuous yarn made up of many
