On Monday, April 4th, the eligible .voters of Centreville will elect
three Town Commissioners to manage the affairs of Centreville for the
ensuing two years.

Those eligible to vote according to Section 43 of the Town Charter
are men and women above the age of twenty-one years and assessed
with one hundred dollars worth of real or perspnal property on the tax
books of said town and who have also resided in the town for six months
next preceding the election. It is understood that wives whose husbands
are assessed with the above value of property are eligible voters and
vice-versa. Y )

To be eligible to run for the office of Town Commissioner a person
must reside in the town and own real estate above the value of three
hundred dollars. He must also file his intentions with the Town Clerk |
at least fifteen days before the election. The last day for filing this
year is March 19th.

At the time of going to press only two candidates had definitely de-
clared their intentions to run; Harry F. Callahan and A. Marion Green
both members of the present board. Although it had been rumored that
Howard E. Price the third member of the board would not stand for re-
election, he has stated that he has not made up his mind definitely.

Efforts have been made to bring other candidates into the election
but without success. Most of those who have been invited to do so by
interested parties have refused as long as the present Board wishes to
return to office. Many are said to have refused because they would not
assume the heavy responsibilities of the offices.
