The following is a copy of a letter
this newspaper mailed several days ago|
to the Board of County Commissioners
for Queen Anne’s County.

THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMIS-
SIONERS OF QUEEN ANNE'S
COUNTY, CENTREVILLE MARY-
LAND:

Gentlemen:

You will recall at the time that The

Queen Anne’s Record and Observer
Publishing Company was formed and |
took over the Centreville Observer and
the Queen Anne’s Record, the Board of
County Commissioners were assured
that it was not contemplated that the
rates for county advertising would be
increased. That statement having been
made in good faith has been strictly
adhered to and will continue to be ad- |
hered to until the time hereinafter men-

tioned.

Early during the year 1937 the man-
agement found out that it was impos-

sible to continue the advertising rates in
existence at the time the two newspap-
ers were consolidated and all advertising
rates, with the exception of thoge ap-|
plicable to the county, were raised, ‘

The management has also hea.rne(:lt
that the average county advertising
rates in the adjoining counties is far
higher than those charged by the|
QUEEN ANNE'S RECORD-OBSER-
VER, and with this knowledge in m ind|
the board of directors at the November
(1937) meeting were of the unanimous
opinion that the executive committee
should raise the rate for county adver-
tising 1o such an amount as it thought

was right and proper, such new rate to
he effective on the day following the

general election in Novémber, 1038.

The executive committee has, in com-
pliance with the decision of the board |
of directors, determined that, effective |
November 2nd 1938, the rate for all ad-

vertising for the county shall be the
sanié as for any other advertising, that

s to say: . |

insertion; and $1.00 per column inch
for each additional insertion.

The reasons for not making the rate!
effective until the date mentioned are
obvious, but in order that there may be
no misunderstanding,
to state that the board of directors were |
aware of their moral obligation not to
increase the rates during the present
term of office of the members of your
board, and further they were aware that
an increase in the rates immediately af-
ter an election, not previously made
publicly known, could be construed as
political favoritism. As you are aware,
it is the announced policy of this paper
that in all matters of politics it is strict-
ly independent. For the reasons here
assigned a copy of this letter will be

printed in our newspaper at an ear]
date so that all may know that y
