At “Bloomingdale,” the hall attracts

the first attention and is most elaborate.

It was built at a time when owners of
Maryland plantations lavished much at-
tention on the corridors. It mounts
with low, wide steps at the right of the
“L”, its flight to the seocnd floor being
broken by two landings. There is also
considerable panelling and scroll work
in high relief. Square spindles make
up the balustrade with a mahogany
handrail at the top.

8. Dudley the present owner. Bloom-
ingdale is not so old as many of the
other places that will be visited on the
tour. and was built about 1792. It is
reached through a long peaceful drive-
way of handsome shade trees.

Historic Washington College received
its collegiate charter in 1782, at which
time it moved to its present campus
from the location where it had been
established as Kent County School for
three quarters of a century. Its college
charter is the first granted in Mary-
land, and the tenth in the United
States.

The original college building, burned
in 1827, was erected in 1783, the corner-
stone being laid by Governor William
Paca, a member of the original Board
of Visitors and Governors of the Col-
lege, as was also George Washington,
who gave his name to the institution.

The present campus is a portion of a
grant of one hundred acres made to the
Kent County School in 1723, the Col-
lege holding ultimate title to the entire
grant to this day. Of the present build-
ings, East, West and Middle Halls were
erected between 1844 and 1854: the rest

are more modern. William Smith Hall |

bears the name of the first President of
the CGollege. Reid Hall, named for
President Charles W. Reid, is the girls’

dormitory rebuilt and enlarged in recent
years with a beautiful portico remini-
