January, February Had 42
Fewer Fatalities Than
Same 1937 Months

February, the second month of 1938,
ended with a total of 26 motor vehicle
fatalities. eleven less than during the
corresponding month of 1837, according
to figures released by Commissioner of
Motor Vehicles Walter R. Rudy. Thlslr
represented a drop of about 30%. The|
first two months of 1938 showed 62 such |
fatalities, a drop of 42 or 41% from last
year’'s record high totals.

By months the totals are: 1937, Jan-
nary, 67; February 37. 1938, January,
36; February, 26.

The Eastern Shore was charged with
four fatal accidents resulting in eight
deaths, Kent, Queen Anne’s, Caroline,
Talbot and Dorchester being free of
fatalities. A slippery road crash in
Cecil accounted for four deaths while
a car mowed down a man and wife be-
low Delmar for two additional deaths.

A majority of the accidents occurred
on straight, dry, concrete roads during
clear weather. Sixteen of the fatal
accidents occurred during the hours of
darkness. Twenty passenger cars and
two trucks were involved. All the op-
erators appeared to be normal, not
drinking, and without physical defect.
Most of these were white, between 20,
and 29 years of age, with five or more|
years' driving experience.

One noticeable fact of February was
that none of the twenty-two drivers in-
volved was held. Inquest was deemed
unnecessary in three cases; nine driv-
ers were exonerated, two verdicts were
accidental death, six were unavoidable
accidents while two cases were pending.
