To begin at the beginning some use-
ful accessories to have on hand are in-
expensive covered dishes, oil silk or cel-
lophane or cloth bags and transparent
bowl covers with elastic bands. These
things not only help to keep food fresh-
er for a longer period of time, but will
keep the icebox in a less confused state.
(I must be thinking of the way mine
gets every so often). However, with a
little careful managing, it's possible to
store away quite a bit of food rather
than filling the first available space
each time we open the icebox door.

And now as to what goes where: In
general, meats, milk, cream and butter
should be stored in the coldest part of
the refrigerator, which is usually near
the chilling unit or ice chamber.

Raw meats and fish should be un-
wrapped, placed on trays or in shallow
dishes and covered with wax paper.
Cooked meats and fish should be cov-
ered to prevent drying out. And if an
automatic refrigerator is used, raw
meats can be kept loosely covered with
wax paper in the chilling tray for sev-
eral days. Bottled milk and cream,
of course, are always capped. Milk and
cream in paper containers do not have
to be poured into jars or bottles because
they really keep perfectly well in their
own containers.
