County BeetleCommissioners Set 1938

Program Starts
In Four Townps

Inspectors Named. 600 Traps| Reduction Of 10 Cents From Last Year. With State Tax

Being Set Out To Check

Tax Rate

Combined Rate Is 921

Infestation

The program for Japanese beetle
control in Queen Anne'’s county is ready
to get under way. It will be confined
entirely to town areas in Centreville,
Queenstown, Sudlersville and Church
Hill with the more settled area immedi-
ately outside Centreville to be included.

Six hundred traps will be placed, 350
in Centreville, 50 in Queenstown, 100
in Church Hill and 100 in Sudlersville.
No attempt will be made to trap in the
sections away from the towns. Experi-
ence has shown that the beetles usually
concentrate in urban areas and spread
faster there than on farms.

They|
will bait the traps and remove beetles.

Due to lack of time no attempt Wﬂl1
be made to get permission to place traps
on premises. If the presence of traps
is objectionable householders are ask-
ed to notify County Agent Kenneth W.
Baker and they will be removed. House-
holders are asked to help take care
of the traps and see to it that they are
not damaged or disturbed. Beetles
should not be removed since they must
be counted by the inspectors and rec-
ords made.

The program is made possible by an
appropriation by the County Commis-
sioners matching similar appropria-
tions offered by State and Federal
sources.

Beetle infestation in Queen Anne’s
is heaviest at Sudlersville and Queens-
town. They are slowly working downl
from Cecil county toward Sudlersville
and upper Queen Anne’s which ac-
counts for one infestation and have
probably been established in the

70 cents.

At the same time the commissioners
announced that Queen Anne’s county is
out of debt and that cash is in the!
treasury for current expenses.

Elimination of the county debt has:
been achileved, according to Joseph M.
George, president of the commissioners,
by the purchase of $102,000 in United
States Government bonds to offset
county bonds which are uncallable
and by the purchase of such callable
bonds as were offered. Government
bonds were selected to mature at the
same time as the uncallable county
bonds. Interest on the government,
bonds, it was said, will match that on
county bonds because of the county’s
preferred financial situation.

Some $13,000 of county bonds will
mature this year and they are offset by
an equal amount of government bonds.
