0’Conor’s Conservation

Program Lauded

Ideas On Shore Erosion Pre-
vention And Conservation
Approved By Shoremen

Speaking on the Eastern Shore,
Attorney - General Herbert R.
O’Conor promised that if he is
elected Governor he will immediate-
ly make use of the best scientific
thought in the United States to-
WAr buildini ug the resources of
the Chesapeake Bay and returning
Maryland to its former position as
a leader in seafood production. He
recognized the importance of this

Mr. O’Conor also said that he in-
tended to seek the valuable assist-
ance, counsel and services of East-
ern Shoremen who have lived in the
midst of this perplexing situation
in the tidewater Counties, and ap-
point them to positions wfnere they
will give their time, experience and
energies toward miving this East-
ern Shore problem. He stated:

Dudley G. Roe, former State
Senator of Queen Anne’s County
in a public address delivered
August 23rd, 1938, praised Mr.

Advocates Repeal Of Tax On
Movies, Cosmetics; No In-
crease In Real Estate
Tax

Herbert R. O’Conor has been the
only candidate for Governor to
come forward with a definite and
constructive tax program for the
people of Maryland. Newspapers
in Maryland and in other cities of
the country have lauded the cour-
age of O’Conor for making public
his tax plan before election, rather
than ewade the issue and spring the
bad news about the deficit after the
election.

Explaining that the next Gover-
nor of Maryland faced a deficit of
over eight million dollars, Mr.
O’Conor said that the people of
Maryland had a right to know
just how the candidates proposed
to meet this deficit. He urged that
his op?onentn make public their
plan of raising the money so the
voters could decide for themselves
just which program was the most
practical. No other candidate for
Eovemar acted upon this sugges-
ion,

Early in the campaign, the At-
torney-General made public the
fiscal program he recommended so
that it might be subjected to
scrutiny and criticism. The re-
sﬁonu was over-whelmingly favor-
able. Letters, wires and newspa-
per editorials congratulated him
upon the eonstructiveness of his
plan, and particularly on the cour-
age he showed in facing the prob-
lem frankly and fearlessly.

His program, briefly, calls for
the repeal of the present tax on

Advocates Returning
All County Roads To
County Supervision

Maryland Roads Disgraceful,
Says Attorney General; Pro-
poses To Take Polities Out
Of Roads Commission

Advocating the return of Coun-
ty roads to County supervision,
Attorney General Herbert R.
O’Conor, Democratic candidate for
the Gubernatorial nomination, said
he believed the County Commis-
sioners and other County officials
can handle the situation better than
has been done under the plan
whereby the State has taken over
the maintenance of County roads.

Mr. O’Conor further suggested
that a portion of the gasoline tax
money should be given to the Coun-
ties for road maintenance. Point-
ing out that Maryland roads are in
such bad eondition that they suf-
fer by comparison with those of
our sister states, he decried the
past practice of ciiverting gasoline
tax money, which has been used for
other purposes when it should have
boeg' used to improve Maryland
roads.

Cleanest Record Of Any Can-

As Assistant State’s Attorney,
as Peoples’ Counsel of Maryland,
as State’s Attorney, and as Attor-
ney General of Maryland, he has
distinguished himself by his excel-
lent performance in those offices.

Mr. O’Conor was honered by be-
ing elected president of the Na-
tional Association of Attorneys
General of the United States.

0’Conor Favors
Forestry Development

Attorney General Outlines His
Plan For Conservation Of
Western Maryland
Timber Lands

One of the most important prob-
lems for the future development of
the State is in the field of forest
conservation,

In particular, an adequate for-
estry program can do much to al-
leviate the distressing conditions in
Allegany and Garrett Counties, due
to a decrease in coal-mining opera-
tions from depletion and similar
causes,

The bulk of forest lands is held
by farmers, the individual tracts
varying from small wood lots of 10
acres to tracts of 500 acres. The
average farm woodlot is about
twenty-five per cent of the indi-
vidual farm acreage. There are
relatively few large timber tracts
in private ownership.

oming now to my specific ree-
ommendations, I believe that an ex-
tension of the forestry program,
and particularly in the mining re-
gions, offers more prospects of a
substantial return for the future
than almost any other investment
that could be made.

Fifteen per cent. of the income
from the State forests should be
allocated to the Counties where the
lands are located, as the law now
provides.

Finally, I invite the attention and
support of the general public in the
matter of forest conservation. Of
all the varied activities undertaken
by the Federal Government in the
past decade, the use of unemployed
labor in this field has met with the
most favorable reception, and is
best calculated to Eromote the gen-
eral welfare, without damage to
our existing industrial structure.
Similarly, the problems of submar-
ginal land, abandoned farms and
soil erosion, find their most ready
solution in this field.

If the views expressed herein are
sound, Maryland must not allow
any notions of false economy to
prevent the adoption of a program
which is essentially ) or to
shoulder off that program on the
Federal Government, at the cost of
her own sovereign power and re-
sponsibility. On the con , she
mudlt take the ludlin formulating
and carrying out a long-range
gram to meet the needs whm
have stated.
