Editorial

Another election in Queen Anne's County is history. No county in
this country had a finer group of candidates placed before its voters
than did ours. Those elected will give sincere and honest attention to
their jobs. Those defeated would have done the same:

In the long history of our county government no official has ever
been convicted or even accused of dishonest acts. This is a proud record.

There are few places where the privilege of serving the public is

held in such high honor. When this is understood, the intensity of our
local elections is understandable. This is sometimes carried to unwar-
ranted extremes and it no doubt occurred this Fall. But in such cases,

it was always the honor of office holding which rashly drove men on and
not because the coveted offices paid fancy salaries or offered oppor-
tunities for personal graft.

The energy, time and thought put into an election of this kind
is something tremendous. When it is over we have to rest up and
arrange our factions for the next contest. This is all wrong. Our
energies and efforts should be given to the problems of government
faced by the officials after election.

For instance, in this County, we have matters of great interest to
our united happiness and prosperity which are dependent on solutions
worked out by the men in office, These are busy men like ourselves.
Alone, they seldom reach the best conclusions about thm. But with the

We point out a few of these problems. Pirst take taxes. How will
we arrive at a tax that will be fairer and more helpful to the county?

Schools: Our children are leaving our high schools unpre-
pared to enter college or to compete fairly if they do enter. This is no
one’s fault but likely a condition which only the entire county working
together can correct.

Roads: Should the road supervision be returned to the county?

How can himproved and cheaper transportation across Chesapeake
Bay be secured?

How shall we express ourselves on State questions which affect
the County?

Only an alert and Interested electorate will correctly solve these
and a hundred other questions of government We recommend closer
harmony and more discussion between elected officials and the people
of the County. Occasional mass meetings would do no harm and
much good.

And the officials themselves must forever remember they have been
elected to serve not only those who voted for them but the entire
citizenship.

We hope and actually believe that with the harmony existing
between factions and parties and the desire of all to meet frankly the
problems in the County we shall have four years of successful govern-
ment.

Kaston Woman
Killed In Crash
Near Matapeake

Mrs. W. Mason Shehan Dies
As Car Sideswipes Un-
lighted Truck

Victim of a crash between an auto-
mobile and an unlighted truck on the
Matapeake-Stevensville highway Tues-
day evening, Mrs. Mason Shehan of
Easton, wife of Chief Judge Shehan
of the Second Judicial Circuit, was
almost instantly killed in the collision
in which her son W. Mason Shehan,
Jr., was also injured. The fatality was
the  second on Queen Anne’s county
roads this vear.

The 'accident occurred about a mile
east of the Matapeake Ferry terminus,
from which Mrs. Shehan and her son
were returning after taking another
son, Philip Shehan to the ferry on his
return to Baltimore where he is em-
ployed_

The collision happened shortly before
1 o’clock near Henry Palmer’s home on
a straight stretch of road wet from a
sudden shower. According to reports a
truck owned by Baker & Cole and
driven by Kenneth Buckel of Grason-
ville was returning from Baltimore with
a load of beer.

The truck had left the ferry and was
proceeding east a fuse blew out,
extinguishing lights. Buckel was
sald to have pulled over to the right
side of the road far enough to have his
right wheels off the pavement. The
truck body was 91 inches wide.

When he stopped Buckel was said
to have asked his wife and his mother-
in-law who were riding with him to get
ou of the truck, and also to have asked
his wife to go behind the truck, to
warn oncoming cars while he prepared
to light and place flares.

The car driven by W. Mason Shehan,
Jr., was a touring car or phaeton, Mrs.
Shehan was on the right side of the
front seat. The right fender of the
car passed under the left corner of the
truck but the upper portion of the car
received the impact and the vehicle
moved on about a hundred feet before
swerving into a bank at the left of the

road

From her position on the right side
of the car Mrs. Shehan received the full
force of the impact. She received a
deep vertical gash over one eye which
fractured her skull, a fractured jaw
and a crushed chest. She was taken
immediately to Mr. Palmer’s home
where she died almost hnmedia.t.ely_

The touring car was badly damaged,
the top torn off and the right side
smashed. A door was ripped off and
was caught in the rear boards of the
shaft-body truck.

Coroner J. West Thompson of Cen-
treville was notifed and he went to the

scene for a preliminary investigation.
He will make his coroner’s investiga-

tion Monday night.

The crash was also investigated by

| herty, stationed at Easton. The driver,
Buckel, was summoned to attend the
coroner’s investigation.

She was married about twenty-seven
years ago.

9500 voters of the 8,000 registered cast-
ing their ballots in a hard-fought con-
test Tuesday The margin of victory
ranged from about 1,500 votes upwards.

Attorney-General Herbert R. O’'Conor,
who swept the state to be elected gov-
ernor defeated Gov. Harry W. Nice 3408
to 2048 for a smashing lead. United
States Senator Millard E. Tydings led
his Republican opponent, Judge Oscar
Leser, by an even wider margin, show-
