It is generally accepted that the President of the Maryland Senate
in 1939 will be either Senator Dudley G. Roe of Queen Anne’s County,
or SBenator Arthur H. Brice of Kent. ,

At a recent meeting of the Directors of this paper, which include
representatives of all factions and almost all sections of the county,
it was unanimously resolved that the election of Senator Roe'to this

important post should be strongly urged upon the Governor-elect,
Herbert R. O'Conor, and members of the Maryland Senate.

It was agreed that this is not a matter of local politics. It is of such
importance as to warrant the united support of all in order to bring
this honor to the county. It has been 129 years since a Senator from
Queen Anne’s County presided over the Maryland Senate.

Senator Roe is admirably fitted by his experience, training, and
ability for this post. His legislative experience began in 1907, when at
the age of 24, just out of college, with M. A. and L. L. B. degres, he was
elected to the House of Delegates.
