CURTAINS FOR OPEN FRONTS

Open fronts, which are covered with
either half-inch hardware cloth or one-
inch mesh wire netting, are equipped
with curtains which are closed in cold
or windy weather. The curtain mater-
ial is either medium-weight muslin or
a single thickness of burlap. The ob-
Ject of using coarsely woven material
is to permit the circulation of air
through the cloth. While heavy cloth
such as ten-ounce duck is not satisfac-
tory, light-weight duck can be used
where muslin is frequently torn by
strong winds.

The curtains are tacked to well-con-
structed frames of 1-by-2-inch material
and installed to slide up and down with |
window catches on the sides to reg-
ulate the amount of open space ac-
cording to the weather. When not in
use they are dropped down inside of
the front wall.
