Tabulation of the school census

come fact that the population of
Queen Anne’s county continues to de-
crease as it has for many decades
past.

. The census figures show 61 fewer
white boys and 101 fewer white girls

under 21 years of age than were
counted ten years ago; a decrease of
88 colored boys and 251 colored girls

of the same ages, or a total shrinkage
in Queen Anne's children over a de-

eade of 501. This amounts to ap-
proximately a 4% falling off in popu-
Iation.

The least pleasant feature of the

drop in juvenile population is that it
will carry over in the county tally for
years to come. |

It means that Queen Anne’s, unlike
most sections, needs build its schools
o accommodate the present enrol-
ment, without bothering to allow for
future increases, as is the rule in
cities and sections of rising popula-
tion.

It means that property values and
rentals will hardly be more attractive
as the present supply of bulldings
and dwellings proves ample for needs,
except for replacements.

It has many other meanings, such
as the evidence of the shrinking of
the native stock of Queen Anne's,
the implication of a static rather than
dynamic community, the certainty
that Queen Anne's people are drawing
gloser together from dwindling num-
bers.

There are only three ways of ar-
resting the drop in population, if such
aim be thought desirable. One is to
encourage larger families, or families,
at least. The second is to increase the
life span of the present generations, a
blessing which is being very capably
promoted by activities of the State
and County Health Boards, by in-
crease in knowledge, better standards
of living, better homes, food, sanita-
tion.

The third method and the only one
directly in the hands of Queen
Anne's residents as a cooperating
body, is to induce an influx of new
reidents. This may prove a contro-

versial point, especially as it concerns
the number and types of new resi-

dents to be sought.

N ew industries always add to popu-
Iation, yet Queen Anne’s is chary of
inviting many of the types of indus-
try which might become awvallable.
Unless the industry is tied to the soil,
Queen Anne’s does not shown en-
thusiasm.

On the other hand one industry has
been proposed recently and has been
supported by foundations already laid,
which may be helpful in turning the
population tide in Queen Anne’s. That
is the egg and broller business.

There are already on Queen Anne’s
farms the necessary types of brood
stock to bulld this business from the
. sofl upwards. Further development
would lead to an increased number of

small farms, and consequent increased
number of farm families, from which

come the bulk of Queen Anne’s chil-
dren.

No direct thought seems 1o have
been given to the problem of halting
the shrinkage in Queen Anne’s popu-

lation, which has proceeded steadily, |

according to Federal census figures,

from 1790 on.

In an editorial aptly entitled, “Lit-
tle Man, What Now?” the Oklaho-
man says: “It has been said by those
who figure out such statistics that if
the United States were to pay as it
goes, our taxes would now be the
highest in the world, which makes it

rather cold comfort to remind our-
selves that taxes in England are now |

higher than they ostensibly are in the

United States.

“True the old saying, there is one
thing beside death that's sure, and
that's liberal taxes. Little man (and
that means most of us), you'll pay
until it hurts.

“You'll pay more, proportionately,
than the rich man. The liberal tax-

eaters are hungrily sizing you up.

' Liberal bureaucracy is growing every

minute. The liberals are going to get
you, even if you do watch out.”
Estimates vary as to just how much
taxes—most of them of the “hidden”
or “invisible” variety— are paid by
the average little man. But most
authorities agree that they amount
to more than one-fifth of every cent
he earns. That means that you work
one day out of five for government.

It means that of every dollar you
spend, more than twenty cents finds

its way into the hands of the tax
collector. It means a lower standard
of living for yourself and your family.
And you are paying only part of the
bill—the rest is yet to come.

The little man has far more to gain
for economical government than the
big man. The hidden taxes that are
an inescapable part of what you pay
for a loaf of bread, a theatre ticket
or a suit of clothes, are infinitely more
important to a $20-a-week clerk than
to a $20,000-a-year executive. As the

Oklahoman points out, the “little

man” is getting his now—and he’l
get still worse if he doesn't make his
protests felt.

Chandler Harris gave us the last of
his delightful Uncle Remus stories
but the years have only brightened
the memories of Brer Rabbit, as the
current observances for Mr. Harris in
Georgia show. Brer Rabbit, a wily
fellow forever defeating the fox, has
only one thing in common with Fer-
dinand the Bull, the latest applicant
for a place of honor on the growing
list of folk-animal favorites.

Tihs common denominator of Ferdi-
nand, Bred Rabbit, and, indeed, most
of the other animal favorites, is an
emotional poise which permits them
to be themselves.

Message Of St. Paul’s

The following story, attributed
to the Rev. J. Sutherland-Watt,
is significant and appropriate at
this time:

‘It was Christmas Eve, 1914, be-

tween Armentiers and Arras, while
Gordon Highlanders huddled in

trenches, when somebody remem-
bered the day. ‘Jim, let’s sing,’
one said to Private Sutherland-
Watt. Jim pleaded off, but some-
one else started ‘Silent Night, Holy
Night’, and soon Jim and the whole
Scot regiment had joined in.

“When the last refrain subsided,
from the opposite trenches arose

other voices, attuned in ‘Stille
Nacht'. Then all night long

Christmas carols rang from trench
to trench in strange tongues while

cannon and flares from other sec-
tors lit the sky.

“At the customary ‘zero’ howur,
the British soldiers saw gray-clad
figures making their wayy out of
the opposite trenches. A few shots
were fired. Then it was seen that
the Germans carried no arms.
Scots leaped from their trenches,
likewise unarmed, only to be ord-
ered back.”
