An Editorial

The government of Maryland is in new hands.

After four confusing years, a new force has emerged in state gov-
ernment and politics. Not since the ascendency of Governor Ritchie has

there been such definite and forceful leadership.

Governor O'Conor was inaugurated yesterday in most favorable cir-
cumstances. He is popular. He is capable. We believe he is sincere.
The voters and the legislature have confidence in him. Behind him
stands Howard Bruce, a man of sound business judgment and an
astute politician.

Beyond question, these two men and their close followers now hold
the reins in their hands. They are strong hands. For this reason they

can either help or hurt us greatly.

. Immediately on his election in November, Governor O’'Conor ap-
pointed a committee of able men, headed by Dr. Isaiah Bowman, Pres-
ident of Johns Hopkins University “to study the structure of the State

Government with a view to effecting economy and to increase eflici-

ency.” The report of this committee was made public last week. In the
present chaotic condition of our state, the recommendations of this

committee point the way out of our troubles. The recommendations are
intelligent, practical and sound.

With the courage of a leader, Governor O'Conor had approved these
recommendations and indicated that the reorganization of state govern-
ment along these lines would be his policy. Apparently, he means also
to pursue “further intensive and technical studies necessary to achieve
maximum economy and efficiency of operation” which the Bowman
group advised but were unable to do themselves in the short time

alloted them.

The test of leadership is to come. Ignorance and selfishness will
challenge such procedure in the legislature. There will be stubborn

resistance to any attempt to eliminate highly paid state offices and to
decrease state spending. However, we expect the Governor to hold his

ground because the people of the state will rally to his support. Any
citizen who is in doubt as to his own actions should read carefully the

Bowman report and keep in touch with what happens in this session
of the Legislature.

Remove Conservation From Politics
As a tidewater county with a large interest in conservation of sea-
food and game we urge the Governor to go beyond the recommendations
of the committee for reorganizing the Conservation Department.

The Bowman committee said “the first requisite of any attempt at
conservation of natural resources are continuity of policy and technical
competence.” We agree with this objective without reservation. We do

not quite agree with their method of obtaining this gbjective.

They recommended that a Director of a newly created Department
of Natural Resources be appeinted by the Governor as well as an ad-

visory committee to the Director composed of seven unpaid members.
As long as the Director is subject to appointment and removal by the

Governor there can be “no continuity of policy.” With each new
Governor we would likely get a new Director and hence a new policy
in conservation, for we assume that the salary of su¢h a Director will
necessarily be attractive and naturally politicians use such an
appointment for their purposes. This very condition been the curse
of our past conservation policy.

We thencefore urge the Governor to remove this appointment as
far as possible from political control. We suggest that the seven

board who will be perpetually in office should have the power of
appointment.

Many details of the Bowman report such as the one mentioned
above must be carefully considered by the Governor and the Legislature.

We believe this will be done so that the best of this report will be re-
tained and improvements added to it and that the final result will bring

only good to the State of Maryland.

We urge the members of the present Legislature representing Queen
Anne’s County to support the new administration at Annapolis and to

follow their leadership so long as intelligence and sincerity controls
their policy.
