Rural Youths Need
Urban-Life Training

Thousands of boys and girls now
Lving on farms and attending rural
schools will live their adult lives in|
cities and engage in nonagricultural oc-
Cupations, according to Dr. Carl C. Tay-
lor, of the Bureau of Agricultural Eco- |
nomics.

if rural schools are to prepare these
future city migrants for the occupa-
tions they will pursue, Dr. Taylor said,
rural schools must include in their vo-

cational programs adequate training
for nonagricultural work. Such train-

ing he said, would be eagerly accepted
in high schools, both among students
who already know they do not intend
o continue on farms and among others
not now aware o fopportunities in oc-
Cupations other than farming.

In stressing the need for city aid to-
ward rural education, Dr. Taylor point-
ed out that the virility and stamina of
future city dwellers depend tremend-
ously on the vitality and good health
of those born and reared on farms. Right
concepts of recreation, including not
only games and sports but all phases of
art, also would compel recognition of
the need for support of such recreation
in rural areas. If hospitals, recreation
eenters, libraries, art galleries, and
other types of cultural facilities are!
justifiable public institutions for those
now living in cities, he added, they are
justifiable institutions for those who in
the future will live in cities.

From 1920 to 1929, it is estimated
that rural areas supplied about 40 per-
sent of the youths who started to work
I city factories, shops, and offices.
