Know Wood Types Before
Working With Them
" Not all types of wood respond in the
same way to different kinds of finishes
and for this reason it is well to know
the limitations and characteristics of
each so that best results may be secur-!
ed, according to C. W. Winslow, spec-
falist in forestry for the University of
Maryland ExtensionService. |

Woods which have been found best
for the interior of buildings and which
will take paint well are yellow poplar,
cottonwood, white pine, hemlock, bass-
wood, and the true firs. Woods which
have been found best for varnishing,
waxing or shellacking are mahogany,
walnut, hickory, chestnut, oak, cherry,
ebony, rosewood, sweet gum, and birch.

Some woods will take paint, varnish, |
or wax with equal satisfaction. These
are cypress, spruce, Southern yellow
pine. Douglas fir and maple.

In any case, it should be remembered
that certain woods are so porous that
they will need a filler before a satis-
factory finish can be secured. Woods
which should be filled are ash, hickory,
oak, chestnut, walnut, and mahogany.

It is important to remember at all
times that before wvarnish, shellac or
stain is applied the surface should be
well cleaned. Varnish and shellac should
never be applied to the wood until it
has been sanded and rubbed with oil
