Chosen from among the many inter-
esting old painitngs in the State House
at Annapolis by a committee from the
New York Museum, the piece to be ex-
hibited is the celebrated “Annapolis
Portrait” fo General Washington at

Yorktown, which ordinarily hangs over
the fireplace in the old Senate Cham-

ber, where Washington resigned his
commission.

The picture painted from life is con-
sidered one of the finest portraits of
Washington in existence. It was done
by order of the Senate of Maryland in
1784, by the famous American painter
Charles Wilson Pearle, and is valued at
$100,000. Pearle was born near Queens-
town in Queen Anne’s county. |

dent is his aide-de-camp, Colonel Tench
Tilghman, and General Lafayette.
