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Taxpayers’ Group Would
Give People Vote If
Measure Becomes Law
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Senator Dudley G. Roe is regarded as
certain to obtain the Democratic nom-
ination for the seat in Congress vacated
last week by Representative T. Alan
Goldsborough. No date for the special
election necessary has been set although
Governor Herbert R. O'Conor is report-
ed ready to announce it in the next few
days.

At least twenty days must elapse be-
tween the announcement of the special
election and the holding of it. Candi-
| dates for the Democratic and Repub-
lican parties will be named by their re-
spective State Central Committees of
| Maryland. Candidates running by pe-
tition must file such petitions signed
by 1500 registered voters.

As matters stand Senator Roe will
| undoubtedly be the Democratic nom-
Jimae. Senator Wilmer Fell Davis of

Caroline county is heralded as the
| likely Republican standard bearer. G.
| Davis Neavitt of Centreville has secured
| approximately 1,575 signatures and will
|file his candidacy as an independent

candidate as soon as the special election
|is announced. No other candidate by

petition is expected to come forth de-
| spite rumors of possible entries.

The road was cleared for Senator
Roe when Senator Arthur H. Briee of
EKent county, president of the State
Senate, declined to be a candidate.
These two Senators were closest to the
State Administration.

While State Central committees from
the entire State ballot on the nomina-
| tion the tradition is that whatever can-
didate gets the support of committees
in the particular district involved is ac-
cepted by the entire body. The Eastern
Shore Central Committees, the ones
| closest involved, number thirty-nine
votes.

The Salisbury Times announced
Tuesday that Senator Roe had obtained
| the backing of 90 percent of i Dem-
ocratic leaders in Somerset c¢ nty. Two
of the four State Central mmittee-
men have indorsed him; th_ remainder

are non-committal.
The Kent News, regarded as best

in touch with the situation in Kent

county last Saturday quoted sources
close to the administration to the ef-

fect that Senator Roe would get the
nomination without the shadow of a

doubt.

Three possible rivals for the nomina-
tion are Senator David J. Ward, of
Wicomico, former Senator Olin Higgins

of Dorchester and Senator Thomas L.
Johnson of Worcester. The later, a

Steps for the circulating of a petition
for a referendum against the new as-
sessors’ bill for Queen Anne's county
in the event that it shall become a law
were taken at a meeting of taxpayers
from every election district in the
Grand Jury room of the Courthouse
Saturday afternoon. Approximately
fifty residents were present. County
Treasurer J. William Keith was selected
to preside.

At the meeting all bills passed at the
1939 session of the legislature were read
and discussed. Opposition was voiced
to the Assessors’ Bill. A decision was
reached to oppose the bill by means of
a referendum, if necessary.

Petitions were oraered printed and a
committee of forty named to seek to
obtain some 700 signatures as a means
of forcing the bill to be voted on at the
next general election. Under the law a
petition signed by voters to the num-
ber of 10 percent of the total votes cast
in the last general election may require
a measure to be balloted upon by the
voters before it can become 2 law.

The petitions were printed Tuesday.
According to Mr. Keith the signed peti-
tions will be held until the bill is ap-
proved by Governor O'Conor or the
legal time for approval is past,

Senator Pudley G. Roe formally an-
nounced Wednesday that the Queen
Anne’s delegation, including himself
and Delegates M. M. Price and George
R. Benton, had asked Governor Her-
bert R. O'Conor to veto the assessors’
bill passed at the 1939 session of the
Legislatrue. This action was taken,
Senator Roe said, because of wide-
spread opposition to the measure here
in Queen Anne’s county.

In discussing the history of the meas-
ure Senator Roe said that another bill
had been introduced by Senator Dorsey
of BSt. Mary’s County which would do
away with the State Tax Commission
and local Supervisors of Assessments,
inchuding the position held at -present
by Harry C. Reynolds as Supervisor of
Assessments for Queen Anne’s county.

Senator Dorsey’s bill originally had
the blessing of the administration and
appeared certain of passage. Senator
Roe introduced his bill to take care of
Queen Anne’s county. The administra-
tion later abandoned Senator Dorsey’s
bill. On Tuesday Senator Roe said
that he had called Governor O'Conor
and asked that the Queen Anne’s asses-
sor'’s bill be not signed.
