HAT proud party favorite, Shrimp

Newport to San Francisco than any
other festive sea food dish. Here
presented on a noodle cheese ring,
flanked with colorful fresh green as-
paragus tips on grilled tomato halves

2/3 cup flour

2 egg yolks

1/3 cup sherry (may _
be omitted) 1% cups milk
Melt butter. Add flour apd cnpk

well. Heat shrimp stock with milk

and cream. Add to flour and butter

mixture. Blend well. Cook 10

minutes. Remove from stove. Add
beaten egg yolks, and sherry, if de-
sired, then sautéed shrimp and more
seasoning if wished.

To serve: Place noodle ring in
center of a large platter.
