Toward the end of one day last
week, an uneventful day for most of
us, and a day made melancholy by
rain, there came a coast-to-coast
broadcast over the radio.

LOOK IT OVER

The county jail, like the almshouse,
is something of a stepchild when it
comes to the matter of repairs and

improvements. No one likes to see the
inside of either of these institutions

any more than necessary. Conse-
quently there is never any good-sized
delegation backing up requests for
improvements.

The sheriff’s office is perhaps the
only county office with inadequate
furmishings. Members of the jury
might look at it, then consider the
ample furnishings in Courthouse of-

fices, those in the county office build-

ing, the school board. They might
ask the sheriff where he keeps pis-
tols, knives and other dangerous wea-
pons taken from
might ask who supplies the type-

writer and table. They might look at
the interior finksh on the walls.

From earliest times on the office of
sheriff has been of high repute in the
development of English and American
democracy. Jails have never been in
high repute. Because the sheriff looks

after the jail is no reason for drop-

ping his office of public esteem to
that of the jail.

Once a year the State inspects the
County jail and rates it, usually in
Class D. Minor matters which are
really neglect help to earn this rat-
ing, such, perhaps as the four big
rat holes chewed under the kitchen
cupboard door. These were eliminated
last December. But they had been
there for years and falsely intimated
that rats infested the jail. A State
inspector notes these matters. On
their coming visit the jurors might
look at the jail as if they were State

inspectors and give their report a lit-
tle touching up.
