Eradication of Bangs’' Disease in cat-|
tle and blood testing of poultry has alao]
been speeded up, enabling higher prices
to the farmer,

Dr. Welsh asserted tha tthe value of
livestock and poultry in the five upper
counties of the Eastern Shore was at
least $10,000.000. The laboratory at Cen-
treville is intended to aid in protecting
this huge investment.

Pointing out that the main labora-
tory at College Park was both over-
worked and too far away from the
Eastern Shore to be of fullest value, the
State Veterinarian said that blood tests
of poultry deteriorate rapidly in sutm-l
mer and when sent from the Eastern
Shore to College Park were often un-
suited for accurate tests. r

Of the vast investment in livestock
and poultry Dr. Welsh said that there
was an annual loss of about 10% from |
preventable parasites and preventable
diseases, both of which the laboratory
is expected to combat.

Mr. Corcoran in commenting upon
Dr. Welsh's address stated that there
was enough work in poultry and live-
stock In the upper counties to keep the
laboratory busy every minute and urged
stockmen and poultry men to take full-
est advantage of the opportunities of-|
fered by the laboratory.
